ORDINANCE NO. 067-2008
AN ORDINANCE CONVERTING THE TEODORO ARCENAS TRADE CENTER (TATC), LIBAS FISH PORT, DINGINAN SLAUGHTERHOUSE AND PASEO DE ROXAS/DINGOY ROXAS CIVIC CENTER INTO ECONOMIC ENTERPRISES,

AND FOR OTHER PURPOSES.

WHEREAS, Section 18 of Republic Act No. 7160, otherwise known as the Local Government Code. of 1991 provides that local government units shall have the power and authority to establish an organization that shall be responsible for the efficient and effective implementation of their development plans, programs, objectives and priorities; to create their own sources of revenue and to levy taxes, fees, charges which shall accrue exclusively for their use and disposition and which shall be retained by them;


 WHEREAS, as also provided by law, every local government unit shall design and implement its own organizational structure and staffing pattern taking in consideration its service requirement and financial capability subject to the minimum standards and guidelines prescribed by the Civil Service Commission (Sec. 76, R.A 7160);

WHEREAS, among the corporate powers granted by law to local government units is their full autonomy in the exercise of their proprietary functions and in the management of their economic enterprises, subject to limitations provided by law (Sec. 22(d), R.A. 7160);


WHEREAS, the devolution of national government offices as provided by the Local Government Code of 1991 has resulted in the budgetary constants on the part of local government units, thereby limiting the expansion of its service capabilities and facilities;


WHEREAS, Teodoro Arcenas Trade Center, Libas Fish Port, Dinginan Slaughterhouse and Paseo de Roxas/Dinggoy Roxas Civic Center can impose and collect such reasonable fees and charges fore services rendered (Sec. 153, R.A. 7160), could be used to defray the salaries, wages and allowances of personnel as well as for acquisition of modern equipment and facilities for better services;

WHEREAS, if the Teodoro Arcenas Trade Center, Libas Fish Port, Dinginan Slaughterhouse and Paseo de Roxas/Dinggoy Roxas Civic Center can be transformed into economic enterprises, the Roxas City Government will not only have full autonomy in the management Sec. 22 (d), R.A. 7160), but will also have more elbow room to allocate more budget without exceeding the Budgetary limitations imposed by law.
NOW THEREFORE, be it Ordained by the Sangguniang Panlungsod, in session assembled and authority of the same, that:

Section 1. - Title. This Ordinance shall be known as “CONVERTING THE TEODORO ARCENAS TRADE CENTER (TATC), LIBAS FISH PORT, DINGINAN SLAUGHTERHOUSE AND PASEO DE ROXAS CIVIC CENTER INTO ECONOMIC ENTERPRISES, AND FOR OTHER PURPOSES”.

Section 2. - Structure of Economic Enterprises.The City Government through the Human

Resource Management Office shall formulate organizational structure relevant and applicable to the operations of the economic enterprises, subject to the approval of the Sangguniang Panlungsod and the City Mayor. All the four economic enterprises shall be under the Office of the Mayor and shall be directly supervised by a General Manager. The said economic enterprises shall enjoy fiscal autonomy on its operation, but shall still be part and parcel of the Roxas City Government.

Section 3. - Budget of Economic Enterprises. There shall be a separate budget and appropriations for the economic enterprises, whether annual or supplemental, prepared in accordance with the guidelines and policies on budget preparation, authorization and execution issued by proper authorities;


Section 4. - Income of the Economic Enterprises. All income and revenue derived by the economic enterprises from whatever sources shall accrue to its own account, and its no longer part of the General Fund of the Roxas City Government; 

Section 5. – Subsidy from the City Government. The economic enterprise shall receive from the City Government to augment in the operations. However, its Maintenance and Other operating Expenses (MOOE) shall be borne by the economic enterprises from its income revenue.


Section 6. – Disbursement of Funds. Withdrawal of funds from the depository bank authorized by the economic enterprise concerned whether by check or any other instrument shall be signed by the City Mayor and City Treasurer pursuant to the New Government Accounting System (NGAS) prescribed by the Commission on Audit (COA). The City Accountant and COA Auditor may detail an Accountant and COA Auditor, respectively, to the economic enterprises to facilitate transactions.


Section 7. -  Repealing Clause. All provisions of the existing ordinances, rules and regulations inconsistent herewith are hereby repealed.

Section 8. – Affectivity. This Ordinance shall take immediately.
