This is a simple recognition of the
continuing effort being unloaded by both the
private and the public sector in making Baybay a
place 1o be while in Roxas City, The ongoing
construction of the baywalk project which is a
major facelift in the beach plus the initiatives of
several private businessmen in improving their
beachfront establishments is just indicating that
business is geting better at the beach front.
Seafood stall owners who have been doing
business at the beach are gradually replacing their
old structures into something more acceptable and
enviromnmental friendly habitué wherein the beach
remains the main attraction with their customers
enjoying their seafood meals with the beach, with
all its splendor, in full view.

But what negates the entire activity at the
beach is when the night falls and you lost track of
time, Al twelve midnight, just when the night owls
are at the peak of enjoyment, comes the prohlem
~ (not the absence of a public rest room or the
lack of it for males as they can easily face the beach

and take a pee or for the females who just have 1o
walk quite a stretch to take comfort), but the ride
back home - so, in order not to get caught between
spending so much time waiting for a tricycle rde
and the chance of walking a long stretch of Arnaldo
boulevard before reaching home is a choice one
